Board of Directors Meeting Minutes
March 24, 2007

Chuck Bullard called the meeting to order.

The meeting began at 7:55pm.  

Jay Terry gave a report that only 5 coaches’ applications have been submitted.  There was a bronze certification class at folk style state that 90 coaches attended, and 12 more today at Western Regionals in Battleground, WA.

Craig Hanson gave the Junior dual report.  There have been a few applicants.  Chuck suggested looking at airline tickets for duals.

Merle Crockett gave the Cadet report.  He has had several coaches ask about coaching.  He has received 8 or 10 emails.  

Mike Sweet gave the Schoolboy dual report.  There have been 50 -60 applicants interested in schoolboy duals.  He will check to see if we can get 2 teams to represent Washington.  Chris Vice is interested in coaching.  There may be a need to extend the coaching application deadline.  

John Owen gave the National team report.  Plane tickets have been ordered and the transportation (van) has been set up.  Uniforms- Asics tops are ordered.  Singlets have been ordered from Mat man but the design is not selected.  Training camp will be 7/13 – 7/17/2007 at Eastern Washington University.  

Chuck Bullard reported that Track Wrestling has worked very well.  At the Chehalis Folk style tournament on March 18, 2007, 400 kids wrestled and we were done by 2:30 pm.  We are paying $85 a tournament.  

Craig Hanson commented that at state and regional event we should have no last day of entries.    

Chuck Bullard will make a Bylaw proposal at the General Membership Meeting at Freestyle Kids state in Chehalis, Washington to transmit meeting minutes over the internet.

Chuck Bullard also wants to set up an account to do Board of Director conference calls.

Mary Douglas- will email bank balance to directors.  There is about $50,000 in the account.  There was discussion about wrestlers that owe the state money.  John asked Mary to email all wrestlers who owe money.  Mary also needs numbers given to her of the number of wrestlers that have attended tournament.

 

New business:

Kim Burchett has been appointed as Secretary.  

Sherry Bullard asked for approval to go buy more computers.  She would like to buy 4 new computers.   She estimated around $1,000 for each computer and another 6 or 7 hundred for the set up.  John Owen made a motion to buy 4 new computers for use for next year.  They will be bought after National teams are paid for.  Jay seconded the motion.  Chuck made a motion to table this until after Fargo.  The motion was tabled.   

Jay Terry requested to know how much there is in the fund for Referee College.

Sherry Bullard will e-mail what positions are up at the end of the year.

Chuck Bullard informed the board that JOWC is making it mandatory in 2008 for all coaches and officials to have background checks.

Phred Morin wants permission at the Ferndale Greco tournament to sell other equipment not just shirts.  It was unanimously decided that he cannot add other things to be sold.

Paul Keiser of the Western Kids league has not been sanctioning their clubs when their kid’s charter would cover them.   They do not want to have to pay the $2 per athlete.  The board did not approve of this.   Chuck Bullard made motion that they must sanction their clubs.  Sweet seconded the motions and the board approved it unanimously.   

The Board of Directors were in Executive meeting at this time.
Mary brought up that our bylaw states that you have to have 1 pairing official and 1 mat official.  It doesn’t say anything about them having to be present when hosting a tournament.   This needs to be discussed at the spring meeting.

Karen Ebel reported that the site of the Vision Quest tournament was not adequate.   The club needs to look at another facility to be able to sanction it for future tournaments.  Chuck will talk to Brad Swartz.

Jay Terry motioned to close the meeting at 8:50 pm.  Mary seconded the motion and the meeting was adjourned.
